Creating a Suitable Categorisation Model for Re.ViCa 

A key piece of work for the Re.ViCa team is to come up with a 

practical and comprehensive mechanism which can be used to 

categorise Virtual Campuses, respecting the differences that 

we have found among the different initiatives. Part of the wiki 

is dedicated to this topic; see:

Coming up with a comprehensive and workable system for 

categorisation ς also called in the past taxonomy ς has 

generated quite some discussion both with the project 

partners and also amongst members of the International 

Advisory Committee during our meeting in Lisbon.

Bristow has been leading in 

this work and provides this 

summary for the April 

Newsletter.  

Our starting point was the system 

used by UNESCO, which offers a 

rather straightforward typology 

whereby Virtual Campuses can be 

included in one of the following categories: 

 

¶ A newly created institution operating as a virtual 

university;  

¶ An evolution of an existing institution, with a unit or 

arm offering virtual education;  

¶ A consortium of partners constituted to develop 

and/or offer virtual education;  

¶ A commercial enterprise offering online education.  

We then investigated other ways of grouping or categorising 

Virtual Campuses based on aspects such as funding model,

Issues that we are currently grappling with: 

- The extent to which we can use regional or national 

criteria to sort Virtual Campuses, which is closely 

related to a fundamental question for the Re.ViCa 

team: does the region in which a Virtual campus is 

located have a significant impact on the way in 

which it operates ς and linked to this, do European 

Virtual Campuses operate in a significantly different 

way from non-European Virtual Campuses? 

- The extent to which a Virtual Campus can be 

considered commercial or not, as this is not clear 

even with respect to traditional universities, 

practically all of which operate in the commercial 

world these days to some extent. The legal and 

organisational framework in which universities 

(including Virtual Campuses) operate also causes 

difficulties when it comes to their categorisation. 

- The extent to which a categorisation system should 

allow for overlap ς i.e. should a Virtual Campus fall 

under multiple categories in relation to its structure 

and operation?  

Bearing the above in mind, here is where we are at the 

moment.  

Institutional Categories 

¶ Universities - Degree-granting institutions of higher 

education and research. 

¶ University colleges - Institutions describing 

themselves as University Colleges (a term whose 

definition varies among countries). 

¶ Open universities - Generally speaking, distance-

learning universities which are open to all 

inhabitants of a region (with no prerequisite 

qualifications).   

¶ Colleges - In most countries surveyed, institutions 

which provide tertiary education, but not at the 

university level. 

 

UNESCO Categories 

¶ Newly created institutions - Abbreviation of the 

UNESCO classification, for entities created 

specifically to operate in e-Learning mode (usually 

after 1996). 

¶ Evolution of existing institutions - Abbreviation of 

the UNESCO classification, for institutions which 

have evolved from their original format to offer 

courses through e-Learning.  

¶ Consortia - Association of partners working towards 

a common goal.  

¶ Private providers - Institutions which are 

commercial enterprises. 

Classifying e-Learning Initiatives 

¶ CELIs (Ceased e-learning initiatives) - Initiatives 

which have ceased to operate for reasons other 

than failure, e.g. merging with other ventures or 

satisfying project requirements.  

¶ FELIs (Failed e-learning initiatives) - Initiatives which 

are no longer active, and can be considered to have 

specifically 'failed' to meet their goals. 

¶ GELIs (Giant e-learning initiatives) - Initiatives which 

are very large MELIs (see below). 

¶ MELIs (Major e-learning initiatives) - Initiatives 

which operate on a grand scale within an 

institution; specific organisational criteria are 

identified clearly on the wiki. 

¶ NELIs (Notable e-learning initiatives) - Initiatives 

which are interesting in a country (e.g. to other 

universities or analysts) and satisfy many but not all 

MELI criteria. 

Other Categories 

¶ International initiatives - Initiatives straddling more 

than one country and promoted by an international 

agency.  

¶ National initiatives - Initiatives involving institutions

nationwide, in most cases founded (and funded) by 

a national agency. 

¶ Private nonprofit providers - Institutions set up as 

private entities, which are also nonprofit 

foundations, charities, etc. 

¶ VC supported by EC - Virtual Campus projects 

supported (funded) by the European Commission. 

As we implement this preliminary set of categories, no 

glaring omissions or overlaps have yet been detected ς and 

the general feeling is a positive one, as this list seems to 

represent the culmination of a very thorough process of 

investigation and discussion. We will continue to solicit 

feedback from all wiki users, however, and remain open to 

reassessing these categories as Re.ViCa project partners and 

IAC members see fit.
